The South Coast Air Quality Management District is pleased to announce a tree planting funding opportunity for cities and counties.  This opportunity, entitled the Tree Partnership, offers match funding towards qualifying tree planting projects.  The goals of this program are to increase the benefits trees provide in reducing criteria and toxic air pollutants along with greenhouse gases.  This program also helps to provide temporary employment opportunities for students, community educational outreach, and aesthetic benefits trees provide.  All cities and counties within the jurisdiction of the South Coast AQMD are eligible to apply for funding through the Tree Partnership.  

The South Coast AQMD staff is available to assist applicants during the preparation of their Tree Partnership applications.  Please refer to Section I of the Program Announcement for a list of contacts.

On behalf of the staff of the South Coast AQMD, we look forward to working with you to develop tree planting projects for your community.
Section I: Program Introduction

As part of the South Coast Air Quality Management District’s (AQMD) Chairman’s initiatives for 2009, the AQMD is pleased to announce a funding opportunity available to cities and counties for additional tree planting projects within the South Coast Air Basin.  The Local Government Match Program - Tree Partnership (Tree Partnership) offers to co-fund additional tree planting projects implemented by cities and counties.  The AQMD will partner with local cities and counties to provide a “funding match” towards qualifying tree planting projects.  A total funding amount of $1.5 million is expected to be available from the AQMD for the Tree Partnership.
The primary goal of the Tree Partnership is to assist cities and counties within the South Coast Air Basin to provide additional tree planting within their communities, educational facilities or other public land areas controlled by the city or county.  Urban trees provide air quality benefits by reducing criteria pollutants such as ozone, providing a large surface area to intercept particulate matter, helping remove greenhouse gases, and lowering energy costs for nearby buildings.  The Tree Partnership encourages employing students and providing community education as parts of the tree planting projects.  By increasing the amount of trees planted within the South Coast Air Basin, the AQMD is working to reduce criteria pollutants and greenhouse gases along with providing communities aesthetic benefits from trees.  

All cities and counties within the jurisdiction of the South Coast AQMD are eligible to participate in the Tree Partnership.  Applications will be accepted beginning June 5, 2009 and will close on July 31, 2009 at 5:00 pm.  Currently only one application period is planned, however, the AQMD at any time may reopen this announcement.  
AQMD contributions under the Tree Partnership are a match against local public funds and in-kind support applied towards approved tree planting projects.  
The Tree Partnership is not a traditional competitive process.  Funding will be distributed, in-part, to the most cost efficient applications that also satisfy specified project requirements.  Funding is limited, so the availability of match funds cannot be guaranteed.

PARTICIPATION GUIDELINES, REQUIREMENTS, & CONDITIONS

The Tree Partnership Program has been designed to make the application and participation requirements relatively simple for eligible applicants.  However, to ensure the Tree Partnership conforms to all applicable AQMD regulations and to achieve the goals of the Tree Partnership; the following requirements and conditions have been established:

1. Eligibility Requirements – Only cities and counties in the South Coast Air Quality District jurisdiction area are eligible to submit an application.  In addition, the contracting entity for the project must be the city or county government who submitted the application.  Participation by other agencies, organizations or private businesses is allowed, but would be handled through separate subcontracts or agreements with the funded applicant.  Please be aware that the applying city or county is solely responsible for the performance of any contract under the Tree Partnership.  
2. Project Teaming - Teaming by cities and/or counties will be allowed.  Please note that a lead team member must be designated for the purpose of application submittal and contracting.  If desired, multiple cities and/or counties may form a Joint Powers Authority (JPA) or other agreement for the purpose of application submittal and contracting.  Please note that all members of the JPA or agreement must meet the eligibility requirements.  A letter designating the lead government agency and authorizing such agency to act on behalf of their interests must be submitted from each participating city and/or county as an element of the project application.
3. Earliest Date for Tree Partnership-Funded Project to Commence – The earliest date work on a tree planting project can commence and be potentially eligible for match funding through the AQMD Tree Partnership is June 5, 2009.  Any expenditure made in anticipation of an award through the Tree Partnership and prior to execution of a contract is solely at the proposer’s risk.  If no Tree Partnership contract is executed, the South Coast AQMD is not liable for payment of any funds expended in anticipation of a contract.  Please note that in the event a contract is executed, reimbursement for any costs incurred by the proposer in anticipation of the contract is at the discretion of the South Coast AQMD.

4. Funding Availability - A total funding amount of $1.5 million is available from the AQMD for the Tree Partnership.  Funding is available to applicants proposing qualifying projects and will be distributed according to guidelines set forth in this program announcement.  Funding is limited, the availability of match funding cannot be guaranteed.  The total funding amount may be increased or decreased at any time.
5. “Additionality”- Under the Tree Partnership only tree planting projects that are considered “additional” will be funded.  Planting projects that would have occurred regardless of this announcement will not be considered for matching funds.  The definition of additional may include the replacement of existing dead or diseased trees if it can be shown that this would not have occurred without the help of this announcement.
6. Definition of Local Funds – For the purpose of the Tree Partnership, “Local Funds” are defined as revenues or other public money that is generated at the local jurisdictional level, including but not limited to local sales tax, and local fees and assessments.  Local Funds may include State or Federal funding allocations and grants, or other revenues that are not locally generated.  Local Funds do not include other South Coast AQMD funding awards or funding money awarded from another source for tree planting. 
7. Tree Types and Maintenance Requirements – Trees planted under this program announcement are required to be native species to California, have low biogenic volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions, and be of a minimum size that requires at least a 15-gal bucket and a maximum size of a 24” box.  The trees must be appropriate for the region where they will be planted, and will receive maintenance after planting.  Under this announcement, two years of maintenance is the most allowable in determining project costs and additional points will be given for the percentage of drought tolerant trees within the project.  A list of trees appropriate for use in this program is provided in Appendix A.  Proposed projects may request trees not listed in Appendix A, however, these must be approved by the AQMD prior to funding.  Proposed trees should include documentation showing they are native to California, whether they are drought tolerant, have low biogenic VOC emissions and are appropriate for the region in which they will be planted.  The AQMD may utilize outside experts in determining if proposed trees are appropriate.

8. In-Kind Support - The Tree Partnership can provide matching funds for “In Kind Support”.  In-Kind support includes, but is not limited to, student stipends, training, public outreach, etc.
9. Equipment and Supplies - Due to limited funds under this announcement, the AQMD is restricting the amount of money available that can be used under this program for equipment and supplies.  Supplies might include rental equipment, costs associated with use of existing equipment, concrete, stakes and wire to support newly planted trees, and irrigation parts.  Supplies may be included up to a maximum of $10,000 of the requested matching amount from AQMD.  However, the purchase and delivery of trees should not be considered under equipment and supplies.  Equipment purchases such as shovels, hammers, or other tools totaling an amount greater than $500 will not be matched under this announcement.  

10. Project Siting - Tree planting projects under the Tree Partnership must occur on lands owned by government or public agencies.  Proposed trees for the planting project must be appropriate for the area.  For instance, projects being conducted within the desert climates must have low water consumption and plant trees able to withstand extreme weather and intense sunlight.  Other considerations should also be taken into account, such as low sunlight areas and potential negative affects trees may have.  This might include planting trees near a business with solar panels or tree droppings that may present safety hazards.  
11. Funding Limits - The AQMD may establish a Funding Limit for each City or County within the AQMD jurisdiction based upon responses to this announcement.  A funding set-aside might be necessary to provide funding to several government agencies and ensure tree planting projects are geographically distributed throughout the South Coast Air Basin.  If forming a Partnership, each government agency within the Partnership will have their Funding Limit added to the overall amount being requested as long as an entity within the Partnership has not submitted a Tree Partnership application.  If a funding limit is necessary, applicants over the funding limit will be notified and allowed to resubmit a project budget.  In addition, if the program is undersubscribed the AQMD may choose to re-open this program announcement.
12. “Front-Funds” – Tree Partnership match funds will be distributed on a Reimbursement Basis upon completion of the approved project and submission of all required reports and invoices.  However, “Front-Funds” may be requested if they are needed to ensure the success of the program.   The applicant may request up to 20% of the requested matching funds upfront.  Deciding to provide upfront funds is at the discretion of the AQMD and will be decided on a case by case basis.
13. Reporting Requirements – The reporting requirements established for the Tree Partnership are intended to ensure adequate monitoring of the use of matching funds, while avoiding the imposition of excessive reporting burdens on the funding recipients.  Individual reporting requirements will be a function of the tree project proposed and outlined in the contract established between the AQMD and awardee.
14. Project Completion Deadlines – All tree planting must be 100% completed within 12 months of contract execution.  
15. Student Employment: A goal of the Tree Partnership is to provide employment opportunities for students.  Funds provided by the AQMD for tree planting projects are encouraged to include temporary employment of students.  Students may be useful in developing community outreach/education programs, selecting trees from nurseries, site preparation, recordkeeping, planting trees, etc.  The safety of students along with other members of the tree planting projects must be a priority and proper training should be given when necessary.

16. Promotion and Education Requirements: Funding recipients under the Local Government Tree Partnership are required to perform public outreach to promote their tree planting co-funded project.  Acceptable outreach may include, but is not limited to, notices included in city/county mailings, newspaper notices, flyers, information items at council meetings and community events, etc.  Some outreach material may include job announcements at schools advertising the part time jobs available.  Outreach material must include the South Coast AQMD as being a cosponsor of the program.  Prior to being distributed, all Tree Partnership promotional material must have approval of the South Coast AQMD.  This may be done by contacting the South Coast AQMD staff provided in Section I.F.  Educational components may include involving volunteers in the tree planting programs, outreach materials with educational components addressing the benefits of the tree planting project, community meetings about benefits trees provide, providing education programs to local schools, etc..
17.  Audit Requirements – All projects funded are subject to audit.  It is highly recommended that applicants employ standard government accounting practices when administering their Tree Partnership co-funded project.
18. Additional Conditions on Tree Partnership Match Funding

· Tree planting projects developed through the Tree Partnership may not be used to create greenhouse gas offsets;
· Matching funds over and above the original contract amount will NOT be available for any reason, including project cost overruns.  Applicants must use sources other than AQMD funds to cover foreseen or unforeseen project cost increases;
· AQMD match funds provided under the Tree Partnership are not intended to fund existing staff salaries.  Some project management costs may be included, however, the AQMD reserves the right to reduce or delete project management costs that appear excessive or unnecessary;
· All applicable federal, state, and local laws or restrictions apply to projects proposed or undertaken under this announcement;
· Other pertinent criteria not defined within this announcement may also be used when deemed necessary.

Application Submittal Instructions

A Project Application must be completed and submitted to participate in the Tree Partnership Program.  The necessary forms for each category are included in Section IV of this document.  Applications must be submitted in accordance with the instructions outlined below and all requested information must be supplied.

1. Application Elements - All applications must contain the following:

a) Cover letter - Transmittal of the application must be accompanied by a cover letter affirming that the lead government entity has approved the proposed project.  The letter must be signed by the person(s) authorized to contractually bind the proposing entity.

For joint applications (from more than one city and/or county) the applicant must include a statement confirming authorization to act on behalf of the other co-applicants.  The applicant must include a letter of support, including contact name and telephone/fax number, from all proposing entities of a joint application.

b) EXHIBITS A-D - Applications must include the following completed EXHIBITS, including all required attachments and supporting documentation as requested:

2. 3. Application Screening - Applications received in response to the Local Government Tree Partnership Program Announcement will be screened.
Immediate Grounds for Rejection –An application may be immediately rejected if:
· Proposed project is not sponsored by an eligible city or county government body;
· The cover letter is signed by an individual not authorized to represent the government body;
· Applications are incomplete and do not contain all requested information delineated in Section I.E.
4.  Application Evaluation and Approval Process – Applications that do not

comply with the stipulated requirements will not be reviewed for funding.  Only applications received that comply with requirements set forth in this announcement will be deemed acceptable.  During the selection process, the AQMD reserves the right to contact the applicant for clarification purposes only.  No new material will be permitted. 

- Applications will be reviewed for awarding of funds by a panel of three to five AQMD staff members.  The panel will be appointed by the Executive Officer or his designee.  The evaluation panel may also include outside public sector or academic community expertise.

-Applications will be ranked by score based on the above criteria.  Higher points will be given to projects planting the most trees relative to the funds being requested and hiring students.  The top scoring proposals will be further evaluated to identify that every aspect of the Tree Partnership will be correctly addressed in the proposed project.  Applications not meeting the requirements of the Tree Partnership will be rejected.   
-Proposed projects will then be identified geographically to ensure projects do not overlap and to provide geographic diversity of projects within the South Coast Air Basin.  If further geographic diversity is needed, the highest rating proposals within each county will be selected.  Geographic review of proposed projects may include further reviewing the proposed trees to be planted ensuring they are appropriate for the region.  
The Executive Officer will make recommendations to the AQMD governing Board for funding projects at the September 11, 2009 Governing Board meeting.  Upon approval of selected projects by the Board, all applicants will receive notice by mail whether their project application has been awarded funds.  The AQMD staff will prepare a contract for execution by the applicant for approved projects.  The applicant will be required to enter into a contract with the AQMD to receive any funds.  The time period from AQMD approval, to contract execution is anticipated to be within sixty (60) days.
