The following test methods and procedures shall be used to determine compliance with this rule.  Other applicable test methods may be used if they are determined to be equivalent and approved in writing by the Executive Officer, the California Air Resources Board and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  When more than one test method or set of test methods are specified for any testing, a violation of any requirement of this rule established by any one of the specified test methods or set of test methods shall constitute a violation of this rule.  Not withstanding the foregoing, compliance with either VOC content test method listed in paragraph (h)(1) shall demonstrate compliance with this rule.
Modify subparagraph (h)(1)(A) by deleting the bold strikeout underlined language in the proposed amended rule, as follows: 

(h)(1)(A)
Option 1; ASTM E 1868 - 10 Standard Test Method for Loss-On-Drying by Thermogravimetry.  Quality assurance and quality control procedures shall be conducted using SCAQMD Additional Requirements to ASTM Standard Test Method E 1868-10 for Metalworking Fluids and Direct-Contact Lubricants; or SCAQMD Method 319-10 Determination of Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) in Metalworking Fluids and Lubricants by Thermogravimetry.
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
