HEAVY DUTY DIESEL TRUCK RETROFIT PROGRAM
AQMD PROGRAM ANNOUNCEMENT

PA #2010-08
The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) is seeking project proposals for retrofitting old, heavy-duty diesel trucks with a CARB-verified Level 3 diesel emission control devices that reduce diesel PM by at least 85 percent.  The words “Proposer,” “Applicant,” and “Contractor” are used interchangeably throughout this document.

SECTION I – PROGRAM OVERVIEW

INTRODUCTION
The purpose of this program is to reduce emissions by retrofitting old, heavy-duty diesel trucks that are engaged in goods movement activities.  The diesel pollution from current goods movement operations greatly impacts the health of community residents near the roads with high truck traffic.  In the Los Angeles/Inland Empire region, which includes California’s largest concentration of goods movement facilities, the result has been major health risks associated with very high regional levels of ozone and fine particulate (PM2.5) pollution.  

This program will provide a financial incentive to truck owners/operators to install verified retrofit devices as a strategy to reduce diesel-related emissions from freight movement activities within the Los Angeles/Inland Empire trade corridor.  
GENERAL PROGRAM INFORMATION

This Program Announcement is seeking project proposals for the retrofit of pre-2006 heavy-duty diesel trucks engaged in goods movement with a CARB-verified Level 3 diesel emission control device that reduces diesel PM emissions by at least 85 percent.
The main eligibility criteria for the diesel truck includes:  1) truck MY 2006 or older, 2) involved in goods movement activities, 3) Class 8 truck classification with a Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) of 33,001 lbs. or greater, 4) must be currently registered in California, and 5) at least 50 percent operation within trade corridor(s) for the past 2 years.
This Program will be funded through a combination of funding sources, which may include, but are not limited to:  Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program, California Energy Commission AB118 funds, U.S. EPA funds, U.S. DOE Clean Cities funds, and U.S. DOT funds.
Projects should be designed to ensure that the emission reductions expected through the retrofit devices funded under this program are real, quantifiable, and in excess of any requirements under federal, state and/or local regulations.  
All proposals will be evaluated and competitively ranked based on criteria set forth in the latest version of the Proposition 1B Program Guidelines and as amended by CARB Board Resolution 09-40 on May 28, 2009 located at http://www.arb.ca.gov/bonds/gmbond/gmbond.htm.   If approved by CARB, AQMD will apply the new streamlining criteria established by CARB to evaluate proposals received under this announcement.  AQMD will evaluate and/or verify information submitted by the applicant.  At AQMD's discretion, consultants to the AQMD may conduct all or part of such evaluation and/or verification.  Data verification during the evaluation and contracting process may cause initial cost-effectiveness rankings, and associated awards, to change.  Furthermore, the AQMD reserves the right to make adjustments to awards based on the subsequent verification of information as well as changes in cost-effectiveness. 

In addition, the evaluation criteria and process shall be in compliance with applicable conditions and requirements set forth by the funding sources as identified above, if they are applied.  It is each applicant’s responsibility to read the Proposition 1B guidelines in addition to this PA to ensure that submitted applications for funding are compliant with all stated requirements.
It is expected that multiple awards will be granted under this PA, subject to the approval of the AQMD’s Governing Board.  

Drayage trucks are not eligible for retrofit funding under this Program Announcement since they are required to have a Level 3-verified device installed pursuant to the Statewide Drayage Truck Regulation. 

PROGRAM HIGHLIGHTS
· This Program will provide incentive funding up to $5000/truck.
· Eligible vehicles include Class 8 diesel trucks that are MY 2006 or older that are involved in goods movement activities.  The vehicle’s Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) must be greater than 33,001 lbs.

· All eligible vehicles will be evaluated and competitively ranked based on criteria set forth in this PA and the Proposition 1B Program Guidelines.  The trucks will be ranked based on, but may not be limited to, engine model year, vehicle miles traveled per year (VMT), and requested funding amount.
· Applicants must provide a copy of title to show proof of ownership at the time of application. 
· Applicants must provide a copy of the current California DMV vehicle registration.
· Applicant must provide documentation of annual miles traveled over past 2 years (e.g., odometer readings, maintenance records, shipment logs, fuel receipts, etc)

· Applicant must also provide proof of DMV registration for the past 2 years.  Monthly or seasonal registrations are acceptable.  If proof of 2-year registration history is not available, then the applicant must provide alternative documentation (e.g., DMV printout with registration history, proof of insurance, shipment records, fuel consumption records) that establishes a pattern of California operation over the last 2 years.  
· Applicants must provide the CARB Executive Order for the proposed retrofit device, including the listing of engine families that have been verified for the retrofit device installation 
· Applicants must provide a price quote for retrofit device(s).  
· Applicants must provide the old truck VIN as part of the application.  A VIN compliance check will be performed by CARB to verify there are no outstanding violations prior to funding approval.
· All projects receiving Program funds must be operational within 6 months after contracts are executed between AQMD and the grantee or not later than December 31, 2010.
· No third party contracts will be executed.
· A pre-inspection of the truck prior to installation of the retrofit device and a post-inspection of the truck after the retrofit device is installed will be required to verify eligibility of the project.  The inspections must be successfully completed prior to disbursement of any incentive funding under this program. 
· Any tax obligation associated with the award is the responsibility of the grantee.  Individuals or companies receiving grant funding will be issued a 1099-G form by AQMD for the full award amount.  
· A number of CARB fleet rules and air quality regulations currently being implemented reduce or eliminate eligibility for Program funding.  Compliance with existing air quality regulations is a prerequisite for Program funding.  Applicants are responsible for ensuring that they are in full compliance with all applicable regulations that include, but may not be limited to, the following:

SECTION II - WORK STATEMENT / REQUIREMENTS / DELIVERABLES

All applicants who are selected for funding awards must complete the Work Statement and Schedule of Deliverables described below as part of the contracting process.  Development of these materials for the initial application is NOT required; however, applicants must sign the Application form indicating their understanding of the requirements for submittal of additional project information to finalize a contract and that all vehicles, engines or equipment must be in operation within certain prescribed time periods as prescribed in this PA.  Unsigned applications will be deemed ineligible and will NOT be considered for funding.

WORK STATEMENT

As part of the contract execution, a scope of work will be provided to all grantees that includes tasks and deliverables demonstrating compliance with the requirements of the Program as administered by AQMD.  Detailed requirements will be provided in the contract to be executed but below are the minimum criteria for projects to replace heavy-duty diesel trucks:

· Truck owners must: 

· Commit to 100% California-only operation and California base-plated registration for the duration of contract term.  Dual plates, IRP, and any other out-of-state registrations are prohibited.

· Commit to at least 50% of travel in trade corridors for duration of contract term.
· Agree to accept an on-board electronic monitoring unit at any time during the contract term.

· Agree to equipment inspections.
· Properly maintain the installed diesel emission control device in good operating condition and according to manufacture’s recommendations.

· Comply with record-keeping*, reporting, and audit requirements.

· Sign a legally binding contract with the local agency including project milestone and completion deadlines.

· Demonstrate proof of equipment warranty on filter.
*Equipment owners / grantees are required to retain, at minimum, all documents, invoices, and correspondence associated with the application, award, contract, monitoring, enforcement, and reporting requirements at least two years after equipment project contact term or three years after final payment, whichever is later.  Records shall be readily available and accessible to AQMD, CARB, or their designee upon request for the purposes of ongoing evaluations or auditing.

DELIVERABLES (REPORTING) FOR EQUIPMENT OWNERS / GRANTEES
Upon receiving notification of award, equipment owners / grantees will be sent AQMD’s contract that meets requirements under Proposition 1B Program and EPA’s National Clean Diesel Funding Assistance Program.  This contract will clearly list requirements of the equipment owner / grantee to assist in monitoring the project and providing regular progress reports about how funded vehicles are being used.  Owners shall be responsible for annual reporting that includes, but is not limited to: 
· Contact information (owner name, address, phone, etc.).

· Proof of California registration.

· Annual vehicle miles of travel (including mileage/activity logs for documentation).

· Certification of California-only operation (including certification that permits were not utilized to make out-of-state trips).

· Certification and documentation of at least 50% of travel in the trade corridors as identified in Section I.
· Documentation of the number of port/rail yard visits within 12 month period.
· Summary of maintenance performed and inspections conducted.

· Certification that the project was operated in accordance with signed contract and that all information submitted is true and accurate.

· Other information as requested by the local agency.

SECTION III - PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS

Proposers must complete the appropriate application forms which are included in the Appendices.  In addition, Conflict of Interest and Project Cost information, as described below, must also be submitted with the application.  It is the responsibility of the proposer to ensure that all information submitted is accurate and complete.  Use the checklist provided in the Appendices to ensure all application elements are submitted.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

Applicants must address any potential conflicts of interest with other clients affected by actions performed by the firm on behalf of the AQMD.  Although the proposer will not be automatically disqualified by reason of work performed for such firms, the AQMD reserves the right to consider the nature and extent of such work in evaluating the proposal.  Conflicts of interest will be screened on a case-by-case basis by the AQMD District Counsel’s Office.  Conflict of interest provisions of the state law, including the Political Reform Act, may apply to work performed pursuant to this contract.  Please discuss potential conflicts of interest on the application form entitled “Contracting Statements”.

PROJECT COST 

Applicants must provide cost information in their applications, as follows: 
· Total project cost

· Program dollars requested

· Source and amounts of other funding (private, local, other State, federal)

· Request for a direct payment to vendor (if applicable)

· Documentation of match funding availability 

All project costs must be clearly indicated in the application.  In addition, applicants should be sure to include any sources of co-funding and the amount of each co-funding source in the application.  Proposers are cautioned that the project life period (as determined by Program requirements) used in calculating emissions reductions will be used to determine the length of their data reporting obligation.  For example, a project that uses a two year life for the emissions reduction calculations will require the grantee to sign a two year contract, and operate the equipment/vehicle for the full two years, including tracking and reporting activity.  
Applicants are not required to calculate their project’s cost-effectiveness.  AQMD will perform these calculations and rank all projects according to Program Guidelines. 

PROPOSAL SUBMISSION

All proposals must be submitted according to specifications set forth herein.  Failure to adhere to these specifications may be cause for rejection of the proposal without evaluation.

Application Forms: For each project, all application forms must be completed and submitted with other required documents (i.e., Certifications and Representations) discussed below and in the corresponding appendix.  

Certifications and Representations: Appendix C of this PA consists of five forms that must be completed and returned with the application.
Due Date - The proposer shall submit three (3) complete copies of the application in a sealed envelope, plainly marked in the upper left-hand corner with the name and address of the proposer and the words "Program Announcement PA #2010–08”.  All proposals/applications shall be submitted in an environmentally friendly format: stapled, not bound, black and white print; no three-ring, spiral, or plastic binders, and no card stock or colored paper.  Applicants must also submit a CD of the application in Microsoft excel format for the table and Microsoft word format for the word document.
All proposals must be received no later than 1:00 p.m., on Friday, March 19, 2010.  Postmarks are not accepted as proof of deadline compliance.  Faxed or e-mailed proposals will not be accepted.  Proposals must be directed to:

Any correction or resubmission done by the proposer will not extend the submittal due date.
Grounds for Rejection - A proposal may be immediately rejected if:

· It is not prepared in the format described

· It is not signed by an individual authorized to represent the firm

· Does not include current cost quotes, Contractor Statement Forms and other forms required in this PA
Missing Information – Within 10 business days of the proposal due date, AQMD will send letters to applicants regarding missing information.  Applicants will have 7 days to provide any missing information requested in this letter.  Any additional information will also have a 7 day deadline. 
Disposition of Proposals - The AQMD reserves the right to reject any or all proposals.  All responses become the property of the AQMD.  One copy of the proposal shall be retained for AQMD files.  Additional copies and materials will be returned only if requested and at the proposer's expense.

Modification or Withdrawal - Once submitted, proposals cannot be altered without the prior written consent of AQMD.  All proposals shall constitute firm offers and may not be withdrawn for a period of ninety (90) days following the last day to accept proposals.

Parent, Subsidiary, or Otherwise Related Business Entity.

(1)
Parent subsidiary. A parent subsidiary relationship exists when one corporation directly or indirectly owns shares possessing more than 50 percent of the voting power of another corporation.
